QUESTION 1 CONTEXTUAL QUESTIONS 
 
Study the extract below from To Kill a Mockingbird before answering Questions 1.1–
1.5. 
 

The boy stood up. He was the filthiest human I had ever seen. His neck was dark grey, 
the backs of his hands were rusty, and his fingernails were black deep into the quick. He 
peered at Miss Caroline from a fist-sized clean space on his face. No one had noticed him, 
probably, because Miss Caroline and I had entertained the class most of the morning. 
 
'And Burris,' said Miss Caroline, 'please bath yourself before you come back tomorrow.' 
 
The boy laughed rudely. 'You ain't sendin' me home, missus. I was on the verge of leavin' – 
I done done my time for this year.' 
 
Miss Caroline looked puzzled. 'What do you mean by that?' 
 
The boy did not answer. He gave a short contemptuous snort.

1.1 Scout's first day at school was a bit of a disappointment. Discuss TWO 

incidents in which her teacher, Ms Caroline Fisher, contributed to her 
disappointment. (4) 

 
1.2 Burris Ewell refuses to explain to Ms Fisher why he won't attend school for 

the rest of the year, even though attendance is compulsory. How does one 
of the other children in the class explain his situation to her? (3) 

 
1.3 Both Walter Cunningham and Burris Ewell come from very poor families, yet 

they respond to authority in opposite ways. Explain this statement by referring 
to their different attitudes towards their teacher, Ms Caroline Fisher, and 
school in general. (4) 
 

1.4 How does Atticus persuade Scout to go back to school when she really does 
not want to?  (2) 

 
1.5 Explain why the incident with Burris is important for the rest of the novel? (2)

killed, do you think Sheriff Heck Tate's decision not to reveal all the details of his 
death is justified? 
 
In your 
response, refer to examples from the novel.

• The tone should be persuasive. 

• You have to clearly justify your personal point of view with references to the 
novel. 

• Provide an accurate word count in brackets at the end of your paragraph. 
 

Content – relevant content, well-reasoned statements and examples 
from the novel.

It is when you know you're licked before you begin but you 
begin anyway and you see it through no matter what. You rarely win but sometimes you 
do. Mrs Dubose won, all ninety-eight pounds of her. According to her views, she died 
beholden to nothing and nobody. She was the bravest person I ever knew.'

In Harper Lee's novel, To Kill a Mockingbird, different characters demonstrate a 
unique form of courage in the face of adversity1 and injustice. 
 
Write an essay of approximately 250 words in which you explore the theme of 
courage and bravery. 
 
Use the following guidelines to assist you: 
 
Paragraph 1: Use the stimuli (extract above) to introduce the topic. 
Paragraph 2: Explain why Atticus Finch is seen as the epitome2 of bravery and 

courage in the novel. 
Paragraph 3: Describe how Ms Dubose shows courage in the face of personal 

struggles. 
Paragraph 4: Explain why Mr Dolphus Raymond can be seen as courageous by 

choosing to live his life as he sees fit. 
Paragraph 5: Draw the different aspects of the essay together and provide a general 

conclusion related to the topic.

• Provide a suitable title for your essay. 

• Use the stimuli (extract) and guidelines provided above. 

• Use relevant facts from and references to the novel to support your viewpoint. 

• Use clear, logically linked paragraphs, i.e., the correct essay format.
